Device Installation

The hard disk of the NVR must be provided by the user.
Disconnect the power from the NVR before installing a hard
disk drive. Take the following steps to install hard disks:
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Please install the hard disk fixing screws on the screw’s holes
far away from the power supply interface

Step 1.Remove the cover from the NVR by unfastening the
screws on the back and side .

Step 2. Route the Screws through the holes on the base, push
the hard disk to the appropriate position on the left.

Step 3. : Turn over the machine and fasten the screws on the
button to fix the HDD.

Step 4. Install other hard disks following step 2, Step 3 and
Step 4 and insert the hard disk data cable and power cable ,
then put on the upper cover and fasten the fixing screws.

4.1 Startup

Before starting NVR, ensure that the NVR is connected to a
power supply properly and a monitor is connected to the
HDMI or VGA interface of the NVR correctly. NVR  will
automatically power on when it is connected to a power
supply. The startup process takes about 2 minutes.

AC aution

In some environments, if the power supply is abnormal the NVR may
not work properly . In severe cases, the NVR may be changed. In these
environments, you are advised to use regulated power supply.

4.2 System Login

When the NVR is started, the power indicator becomes
steady on, and you will see the Guide Security Steps which
includes :-

Step 1. Set the password and security levels.
Step 2. Able to set pattern passwords.
Step 3 Input some security questions .

Now a QR code interface will show for i0S, Android & SN,
Scan for more details or skip as per the requirement.

Set the date and time format & synchronize with system.

Note : You can skip the above steps & these settings can
be done anytime from the NVR configuration menu.

After completing these steps, you will get the pop message
of boot wizard guide & setup wizard . Now press OK &
right click , select Main Menu to jump into the System Login
page as shown in the figure 4.2.

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e The default username is admin. Customer have to set the
password when using the camera for the first time to ensure
system security.

4.3 Adding IP Cameras

A network includes other network devices in addition to IP
cameras and NVR. The topology of a network can be
organized freely so long as NVR and IP cameras can
communicate with each other smoothly.

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When a network is used , the user needs to manually search
for and add IP cameras.

The NVR is embedded with a web server and supports
Mainstream browsers such as Internet Explorer, Chrome,
Firefox, and Safari. Operations such as configuration, real time
preview, video playback, alarm search , NVR setup, and camera
setup can be performed through the web.

Open the Internet Explorer ,enter the IP address of the NVR in
the address box, and press enter. The login page is displayed as
shown in the figure 5.

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5.1 Configuration

Configuration provides Local Configuration, Encode, Network
,Net services, Record , Store Management, Alarm, System
Configuration, System Information, as shown in figure 5.1.

5.1.1 NVR Setup

* NVR system configuration : You can set the device name and
device time of the NVR.
® You can sync camera time manually and automatically . If the
manual mode is selected, please enable the “Synchronize with
PC time.

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e System Tools : To add and modify the user you need to
click on the Add user button and set username, password,
& group. You can also give multiple authority options to
the users.

e NVR Network Configuration : You can enable the DHCP
& set the IP address, subnet mask, default gateway,DNS
address of the NVR.

There is one more option in the network configuration
which is Net Service. Set the different protocols according
to requirement in the Net Services.

e Record : Three options , Alarm, Detect & Regular are
available to record a video. Set the channel, Length, and
schedule for video recording.

e System Info : All the information such as system version,
Web version, Mac address, Nat Status is available in the
System Info options.

5.1.2 Camera Setup

Go to the Config >>System Config>>Camera>>Digital
Channel.

Camera Search & Add : To search a camera please click on
the search option , you will see the device type , device name ,
IP address & channel name of the IP camera.

e To add camera, you need to input the Device Name , Port IP
address ,Username and Password and then click on the save
.After that you will see that the camera is added as shown in
the figure 5.1.2

e To show the time title and channel title, go to the encode
option, select channel where you want to change and then

click on save.

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5.2 Live Video ( Preview)
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To browse a real time video, click preview. A list of
channels is displayed in the left side , click in the camera
Select Mainstream and Sub stream accordingly.

To view the camera in full screen please double click
in the channel as per the need.

Pan, Tilt and Zoom options displayed in the right side
of the screen. You can also set Preset & Point cruise in
the PTZ (Preview ) section.
